ZA AUTORE

Smjernice za autore

U vidu otvorenog poziva za prijavu radova svi zainteresovani se informisu o bitnim rokovima za
prijavu i slanje sazetka/Clanka, te ostalom.

Nakon §to bude otvoren pristup prijavi, autori Salju sazetke svojih radova sa klju¢nim rije¢ima na
bosanskom, hrvatskom ili srpskom jeziku i engleskom jeziku. Urednici ¢asopisa donose kona¢nu
odluku o prihvatanju sazetka, te o tome obavjestavaju autore.

Autori radove dostavljaju putem maila u vremenskom okviru navedenom u pozivu. Radovi
trebaju biti napisani u formi koja je opisana u dijelu Uputa za autore. Svi prihvaceni ¢lanci
prolaze kroz proces dvostruke, anonimne recenzije, nakon koje autori daju saglasnost za slanje
rada u dalju proceduru, te nakon ¢ega ne mogu povuci rad. Nakon zavrSene recenzije, autori su
duzni izvrsiti korekcije u radu koje su recenzenti naveli, te dostaviti korigovanu verziju.
Recenzenti ¢e u obrascima za recenzente navesti kategorizaciju rada (naucni, strucni ili pregledni

rad).

Uputa za autore

Svi pristigli radovi bit ¢e recenzirani. Ukoliko recenzenti daju pozitivnu ocjenu odredenom radu,
on ¢e biti objavljen u casopisu. Nakon zavrSene procedure recenziranja autori ¢e dobiti
informaciju o nacinu uplate kotizacije.

Svi autori moraju postovati odredena pravila prilikom pisanja radova.

Izgled rada
Autori trebaju tekst rada oblikovati na sljedeci nacin:

— format A4;

— margine 2,5 cm;

— font Times New Roman;

— veliCina fonta: 12;

— prored 1,5 u cijelom radu;

— poravnanje obostrano;

— rad se piSe u prvom licu mnozine.



Rad poslati u sljede¢em obliku:

titula, ime i prezime prvog autora
institucija u kojoj je autor zaposlen

mail autora

Na analogan nacin navesti ispod ostale autore.

Sazetak na bosanskom, hrvatskom ili srpskom jeziku

Kljucne rijeci

Naslov rada na engleskom jeziku
Sazetak na engleskom jeziku

Klju¢ne rijeci na engleskom jeziku

Preporuka je da rad ima sljedec¢u formu: Teorijski okvir rada, Metodoloski okvir rada, Rezultati
istrazivanja, Zakljucak, Literatura.

U sazetku navesti kratak prikaz sadrzaja rada iz kojeg je vidljiva njegova svrha, opis metoda
istrazivanja i rezultati, te zaklju€ak rada. PiSe se (kao i cijeli rad) u prvom licu mnozine. SaZetak
treba sadrzavati do 300 rijeci, a ispod njega se navode kljucne rijeci (3-6 rijeci) koje su vazne za
brzu identifikaciju 1 klasifikaciju sadrzaja rada. Klju¢ne rijeci odvajati sa tacka-zarezom, a na
kraju staviti tacku.

Rad treba da ima minimalno 10 strana. Preporuka je da ne prelazi 20 strana, ali uz posebno
obrazlozenje se taj obim moze korigovati. Rad se dostavlja na bosanskom, hrvatskom ili srpskom
jeziku i engleskom jeziku.

Velic¢inu 1 slozenost tabela, grafikona, slika 1 ostalog treba prilagoditi cijelom radu i ujednaciti.
Uklopiti u zadane margine. Iznad grafickog priloga se piSe naziv, a ispod priloga izvor iz kojeg



je preuzet. Svi graficki prilozi se numeriSu (npr. Tabela 1. naziv tabele, Tabela 2. naziv tabele,...)
i uradu se tako poziva na njih, npr. u zagradi treba pisati (Tabela 1).

Strane teksta ne numerisati. Naslovi poglavlja i potpoglavlja numerisu se i pisu istim fontom kao
1 ostatak teksta, te se naslovi ne uvlace. Poglavlja se piSu jedno za drugim (ne prelamati strane).

Izvori se navode u tekstu tako da se referenca napise u zagradi i to tako da se napise prezime i
godina izdanja ili ako se radi o citatu, onda se piSe i broj strane. Npr. (Goodstein, 2003), odnosno
(Goodstein, 2003: 93). Ako rad ima dva autora, treba navesti oba. Npr. (Panian i Strugar, 2000)
ili (Panian i Strugar, 2000: 76). Ako rad ima tri i viSe autora, onda se koristi oblik i sar., npr.
(Sikavica i sar., 2008) ili (Sikavica i sar., 2008: 25).

U popisu literature, koja se navodi na kraju treba navesti potpune podatke o svim radovima koji
se spominju u svim referencama. Radovi se navode abecednim redom prema prezimenima autora
i hronoloskim redom za radove istog autora. Ukoliko se navodi neki autor sa dva ili vise
razli¢itih naslova iste godine izdanja, treba ih razlikovati slovima (a, b, c¢) iza godine izdanja.

Prilikom navodenja imena lektora, potvrdujete da je lektor prihvatio da ¢e lektorisati rad nakon
zavrsenih recenzija i korekcija.

Primjer popisa literature

Knjiga, odnosno monografija:

Navodi se: prezime i inicijali imena autora, u zagradama godina objavljivanja, naslov knjige,
broj izdanja (ako nije prvo), mjesto izdavanja, ime izdavaca.

Navodi se: prezime i inicijali imena autora, godina izdavanja knjige ili zbornika, naslov i
podnaslov poglavlja ili ¢lanka u knjizi ili rada u zborniku, naslov knjige/zbornika, prezime i ime
urednika knjige/zbornika (ur.), broj izdanja (ako nije prvo), mjesto izdavanja, izdavac, broj
strana.

Navodi se: prezime i inicijali imena autora, godina objave Casopisa, naslov i podnaslov rada,
naslov ¢asopisa, broj izdanja, pojedinacni broj, broj strana.

Literatura preuzeta s interneta

Navodi se: prezime i inicijali imena autora (ako je poznat), potpuni naslov ¢lanka, ta¢an izvor —
internet adresa izvora, datum preuzimanja sadrzaja s interneta (u zagradi).

FOR AUTHORS

Guidelines for Authors

The form of an open call for applications will be used to inform all interested parties about the
important deadlines for applications, sending abstracts/articles, and other issues.

Once access to the application is open, authors send abstracts of their paper with key words in
Bosnian, Croatian, or Serbian, and English. The editors of the journal make the final decision on
the acceptance of the abstract and inform the authors thereof.

Authors submit papers via email within the time schedule specified in the invitation. Papers
should be written in the form described in the section Instructions for Authors. All accepted
papers undergo a process of double, anonymous review, after which the authors give their
consent to send the paper to the further procedure, and from then on they cannot withdraw it.
After the review is completed, the authors are obliged to make the corrections in the paper that
the reviewers indicated and submit the corrected version. The reviewers will indicate the
categorization of the paper (scientific, professional, or review paper) within the reviewer’s form.

Instructions for Authors

All submitted papers will be reviewed. If the reviewers give a positive assessment of a particular
paper, it will be published in the journal. After the review procedure is completed, the authors
will receive information on how to pay the registration fee.

All authors must follow certain rules when writing papers.

Paper format
Authors should format the text of the paper as follows:

— format A4;

— margins 2.5 cm;

— Times New Roman font;

— fontsize: 12;

— spacing 1.5 throughout the paper;

— aligned with margines on both sides;

— the paper is written in the first person plural.



Submit the paper in the following format:

title, name and surname of the first author
the institution where the author is employed

author's email

List the other authors below in an analogous way.

title, first and last name of the proofreader

The title of the paper

Abstract in Bosnian, Croatian, or Serbian

Key words

The title of the paper in English

Abstract in English
Key words in English

It is recommended that the paper has the following form: Theoretical
Methodological framework, Research results, Conclusion, and Literature.

framework,

In the abstract, provide a brief description of the content of the paper making its purpose visible,
a description of the research methods and results, and the conclusion of the paper. It is written
(like the entire paper) in the first person plural. The abstract should contain up to 300 words, and
below it, key words (3-6 words) that are important for quick identification and classification of
the content of the paper. Separate key words with a semicolon, and put a period at the end.

The paper should have a minimum of 10 pages. It is recommended that it does not exceed 20
pages, but with a special explanation, this volume can be adjusted. The paper is submitted in

Bosnian, Croatian, or Serbian, and in English.



The size and complexity of tables, graphs, pictures, and other items should be adapted to the
entire paper and be uniform. Fit within default margins. The title is written above the graphic
attachment, and the source from which it was taken is written below the attachment. All graphic
attachments are numbered (e.g. Table 1. The name of the table; Table 2. The name of the table;
etc.) and referred to in the same way in the paper, e.g. it should be written in brackets as (Table
1).

Do not number the pages of the text. Chapter and subsection titles are numbered and written in
the same font as the rest of the text, and the titles are not indented. The chapters are written one
after the other (do not break the pages).

Sources are cited in the text so that the reference is written in parentheses and so that the last
name and year of publication are written, or if it is a quote, then the page number is also written.
E.g. (Goodstein, 2003), that is (Goodstein, 2003: 93). If the work has two authors, both should be
mentioned. E.g. (Panian and Strugar, 2000) or (Panian and Strugar, 2000: 76). If the work has
three or more authors, then the form et al. is used, e.g. (Sikavica et al., 2008) or (Sikavica et al.,
2008: 25).

In the list of literature written at the end, complete data on all publications mentioned in all
references should be provided. The publications are listed in alphabetical order according to the
surnames of the authors and in chronological order for the works of the same author. If an author
is cited with two or more different titles of the same year of publication, they should be
distinguished by the letters (a, b, c) after the year of publication.

When stating the name of the proofreader, you confirm that the proofreader has accepted that he
will proofread the work after the reviews and corrections have been completed.

Example of a bibliography

Book or monograph:

It should include: surname and initials of the author's name, year of publication in parentheses,
title of the book, number of edition (if not the first), place of publication, name of the publisher.

A chapter or article in a book or a paper in proceedings

The following must be stated: surname and initials of the author's name, year of publication of
the book or proceedings, title and subtitle of the chapter or article in the book or paper in the
proceedings, title of the book/proceedings, surname and first name of the editor of the
book/proceedings (ed.), edition number (if not first), place of publication, publisher, number of
pages.

A paper or an article in a journal

It should include: author's last name and initials, year of publication of the journal, title and
subtitle of the paper, title of the journal, issue number, individual number, number of pages.

Literature downloaded from the Internet

The following must be stated: the last name and initials of the author (if known), the full title of
the article, the exact source - the Internet address of the source, the date the content was
downloaded from the Internet (in parentheses).
